Naaljos Ljom is the new duo of Anders Hana and Morten
Joh from MoHa! and Ultralyd. They have joined forces
yetagain with a focus on just intonation and Norwegian
folk music. In the spirit of Eivind Groven and Erik Eggen,
synth, guitar and langeleik have been modified in order
to produce pitches from the traditional music.

Erik Eggen’s thesis on scale studies «Skalastudier: studier
over skalaens genesis pa Norrgnt omrade» from 1923
and Eivind Groven’s «Naturskalaen» (“the harmonic
series”) written in 1927, form the basis for Hana and
Joh's archaeological excavations of the old tonality.

Through studies and analysis of archive recordings
Naaljos Ljom have made their own interpretations of
Norwegian folk tunes. Morten and Anders do not have
any background in the traditional music themselves, so
the approach happens through their previous experiences
in heavy metal musique concrete, fluxus techno and
noise rock.

Last year they presented their first piece, “Lur og dekor - i
kvardag og dommedag’, on the Only Connect festival

in Stavanger. The music was performed by Stavanger
Symphony Orchestra together with Morten and Anders
as soloists. llan Volkov was the conductor and both Nrk
folkemusikktimen and BBC broadcasted the performance.

The end of last year also saw the same piece performed at
the"Save festival”in Moscow where Naaljos Ljom played
together with the Kymatic orchestra.

The concert at Rimi/Imir will be in a duo format and
Naaljos Ljom will be performing on various retuned
synths, guitar, langeleik and mouth harps.

FIRMAET FORVOKSEN moves in peculiar ways. The music
is natural, but alien. Cosmic, but down-home. Rhythm
and sound seem to be drawn from the elements and
then processed, leaving gentle sonic explosions in your
mind, caressing you with confusion.

Ingvill Marit Buen Garnas - vocals
Per Anders Buen Garnas - hardanger fiddle

Daniel Sandén-Warg - hardanger fiddle and mouth harp

Daniel Sandén-Warg is one of the most prominent
performers of the Setesdal tradition on hardanger
fiddle and mouth harp. He has learnt music directly
from Hallvard T. Bjergum as well as from archive
recordings of Torleiv H. Bjorgum and Andres K. Rysstad.
He has managed to incorporate tonality, rhythm and
ornamentation from the old master fiddlers into his own
playing in a way that very few has acheived in recent
time. Daniel has done several releases with traditional
music from Setesdal. Amongst them are Rammeslatt
1 and 2 together with mouth harpist Sigurd Brokke,
Bjergumspel vol 2 and 3 together with Hallvard T.
Bjergum and Warg/Buen together with Per Anders
Buen Garnas. This is a unique chance to witness some of
the most uncompromising and hardhitting hardanger
fiddle playing there is.

Siblings Ingvill Marit - and Per Anders Buen Garnas
are from Bg in Telemark and belong to a family with
musical roots dating back to the 18th century. They are
a part of a long and unbroken tradition.

Ingvill Marit has a broad vocal repertoir both from
Telemark and Setedal. She is especially known for her
interpretations of ballads and mystical folk songs. Through
the knowledge of her mother, Agnes Buen Garnés, she
has learnt music of singers from the older generations.
She has also learnt from archive recordings as well as
music notations from the 19th century. Ingvill Marit is
one of the foremost traditional singers in Norway and
she has kept much of the aesthetics and tonality from
the older vocal tradition.

Per Anders started playing hardanger fiddle at the age of
6, inspired by his two uncles; Hauk and Knut Buen. He got
to know many of the master fiddlers in his county, and
gotto learn from them all. Such as Einar Lendal, Eivind
Mo, Anund Roheim, Bjarne Herrefoss, Olav K. @yaland
and Gunnar Innleggen. Just like Ingvill Marit and Daniel
Sandén-Warg, Per Anders has also spent a lot of time
listening to archive recordings of older players he did
not get to meet, such as Johannes Dahle. Ingvill Marit
and Per Anders have won “landskappleiken” countless
times in their respective classes. | 2010 they released
arecord together called “Salme, segn and solbgn”. The
album has been called a masterpiece.

Gorrlaus is a concert series curated by Anders Hana
which presents traditional folk music, along with music
that takes tonal and rhythmic elements from folk music
to create something new.

Gorrlaus is supported by Arts Council Norway, Stavanger
Kommune and Rogaland Fylkeskommune.

Daniel Sandén-Warg er ein av dei framste utgverane av
Setesdals tradisjonen pa hardingfele og munnharpe.Han
har lzert direkte av Hallvard T. Bjergum og har i tillegg
granska arkiv opptak av blant anna Torleiv H. Bjergum
og Andres K. Rysstad. Han har klart & f& tonalitet, rytmikk
og ornamentikk fra dei gamle meisterane inn i sitt eige
felespel pa ein mate som sveert fa har klart i seinare tid.
Han har spelt inn fleire plater med tradisjons musikk fra
Setesdal. Blant disse er Rammeslatt 1 og 2 samen med
munnharpespelemann Sigurd Brokke, Bjgrgumspel vol
2 og 3 saman med Hallvard T. Bjgrgum og Warg/Buen
samen med Per Anders Buen Garnas. Dette er ein unik
sjanse til a fa oppleve noko av det mest hardtsvingande
hardingfelespelet som finst i dette ganske land.

Seskenparet Ingvill Marit - og Per Anders Buen
Garnas er fré Bo i Telemark og kjem frd ein familie
med musikalske roter tilbake til 1700-talet og dei er
del av ein uavbroten og levande tradisjon.

Ingvill Marit har eit breitt vokal repertoar bade
fra Telemark og Setesdal og har seerleg utmerka
seg i sine tolkingar av balladar og dei mystiske
gatevisene Gjennom arbeidet til mor si (Agnes Buen
Garnas) har ho fatt lane oyre til sveert mange av
dei beste kvedarane i den eldre generasjonen. Ho
har elles bruka mykje tid pa arkivopptak, tekst- og
notenedskrifter fra 1800-talet. Ingvill Marit er ei av
dei fremste kvedarane me har i Noreg i dag og ho
har bevart mykje av estetikken og tonaliteten til dei
gamle utgverane av vokaltradisjonen.

Per Anders byrja spele hardingfele allereie som
6-aring, inspirert av to onklar; Hauk og Knut Buen.
Etterkvart blei han kjend med mange av dei store
meistrane i heimfylket, og fekk laere av dei alle -
slike som Einar Lendal, Eivind Mo, Anund Roheim,
Bjarne Herrefoss, Olav K. @yaland og Gunnar
Innleggen. Per Anders har, i likskap med Ingvill
Marit og Daniel Sandén-Warg, brukt mykje tid pa a
heyre pa arkivopptak av spelemenn han ikkje rakk
oppleva, som til demes Johannes Dahle.

Ingvill Marit og Per Anders har vunnet
landskappleiken eit utall gonger i sine respektive
klasser.

Ola Backstrom: fiddle

Per Gudmundson and Ola Béackstrom will present
music from Dalarna-county in Sweden. More specifically
Rattvik and Ore. Per Gudmundson was a key figure in the
revival of the swedish bagpipe tradition and released the
record “sackpipa”in 1983. Ola Backstrom is also included
on this release, which is an impressive demonstration
of the swedish bagpipe both solo and played together
with hurdy-gurdy, fiddle and vocals. Many might think
of Scotland and Ireland when bagpipes are mentioned.
But bagpipes have existed for more than two thousand
years in different shapes and forms and are beleived
to have it's origin in the middle east. The instrument
is still played in many countries throughout the world.

Stein Versto is a folk musician, writer and translater
from Vinje in Telemark. He has learned hardanger fiddle
playing from great names such as Bjarne Herrefoss, Kjetil
Lendal and Eivind Mo. 2011 saw the release of Urjen,
amagnificent record where Stein Versto is performing
songs of Olav and Eivind Groven.

In 2019 he released the book, “Tonen fra heimlandet”,
on his own publishing house, “Uteksti” about “Smedal
spelemennene”. This concert will consist of both material
from Olav and Eivind Groven and from Eiliv og Gunleik
Smedal.

Per Gudmundson og Ola Backstrom spelar musikk fra
Dalarna i Sverige.

Meir spesefikt Réttvik og Ore. | Dalarna lever tradisjonane
framleis i beste velgaande og det er mykje flott musikk
sporaattendetil dei traktane. Gudmundson og Backstrom
har kjent kverandre og spelt saman siden 70-tallet og har
gjort fleire utgjevingar saman. Gudmundson hadde og ei
sentral rolle i gjenopplivinga av den svenske sekkepipa.
Det er kanskje ikkje sa mange som er klar over det,
men sekkepipe er eit instrument som har blitt spelt i
Sverige i hundrevis av ar. Fra 1500-tallet il godt utover
1900-tallet. Siste spelemann som hadde tradisjonen i
arv dgydde i 1949. Saman med intrumentmakar Leif
Eriksson, lagde Gudmundson rekonstruksjonar av gamle
sekkepiper fra Dalarna. Dette resulterte i utgjevinga
“sackpipa”i 1983. Ola Backstrom er og med pa denne

innspelinga, og det er ei imponerande framsyning av
den svenske sekkepipa, bade solo og i samspel med
lire, fele og vokal. Gudmundson og Béckstrom kjem til
a spele fyrste del av konserten med sekkepipe og fele
og andre del med to feler.

Stein Versto er hardingfelespelemann, forfattar, lyrikar
og omsettar fra Vinje i Telemark. Versto debuterte
som forfattar med novellesamlinga “Ho blei borte i
trappene’, som fekk Tarjei Vesaas' debutantpris i 1990.
Hardingfelespel har han lert av storleiker som Bjarne
Herrefoss, Kjetil Landal og Eivind Mo.12011 gav han ut
Urjen, ei flott innspeling med slattar av Olav og Eivind
Groven. | fijor gav han ut boka, “Tonen frd heimlandet’,
pa sitt eiege forlag, “Uteksti”. Boka tar for seg smedal-
spelemennene som utvandra til USA. Konserten med
Stein Versto kjem til 8 besta av slattar fra Olav og Eivind
Groven og fra Eiliv og Gunleik Smedal.
